Torsten and Wanja Soderberg'’s Prize

The first Torsten and Wanja Séderberg's Prize

for active Nordic designers and artisans was
awarded in 1994. The annual prize is awarded
by the Rohsska Museum in Gothenburg, Sweden.

The prize was established in 1992 by the

Ragnar Soéderberg Foundation and the Torsten
Sederberg Foundation, both of which are among
the most significant supporters of research and

development in Sweden. Brothers Torsten (1894-

1960) and Ragnar (1900-1974) Sederberg
made their careers at Soderberg & Haak, the
most important steel traders in Sweden, with
Torsten in Gothenburg and Ragnar in Stockholm.

Torsten's wife Wanja, born Aminoff (1899-
19872), is the other original donor in the Torsten
Soderberg Foundation. The couple’s close ties
with the Rohsska Museum date back to the
1930s. Torsten Soderberg was the chairman of
the museum’s Board of Directors from 1950 to

1960.

The first Torsten and Wanja Soderberg’s Prize
was awarded on 4 November 1994, on the
100th anniversary of Torsten Soderberg's
birth. The prize continues to be awarded on his
birthday. The prize currently amounts to SEK 1
million (approximately EUR 110.000).

(DK) and Sigurd Bronger (NO) and Sigurdur
Gustafsson (IS) have all been awarded Torsten
and Wanja Seéderberg’s prize - one of the most
prestigious design awards in the world.

The exhibition presents Nordic design of today,
which is seeking a new identity and direction.
Traditions are being challenged and reshaped
after half a century of international success.

The featured designers experiment with new
technologies and study the opportunities offered
by digital technology in particular. This results

in surprising and unconventional applications.
Playfulness and an avant-garde approach are
integral to current design.

Internationalization is vitally important, but the
designers also draw inspiration from nature and
the traditions of their countries, including folklore
and craft. Nordic functionalism and simplicity
combined with new materials, methods and
working environments, expanding the concept
and areas of design.

The world of design is international, as are the
designers featured in the exhibition, who keep
adding new chapters to the success story of
Nordic design.

The Frontindustrial design group works using
genuine cooperation, in which no object oridea
can be separated from the collective. It is obvious
from their designs that cooperation is an absolute
prerequisite. Front's design has often arisen in
partnerships with a number of complementary
forms of expertise, such as the craftsman'’s or the
industrial manufacturer’s, but also with more
unexpected forms such as that of the magician or
historian.

Historical expertise combined with a high level of
knowledge about today's most important design
tool, digitalisation, creates new conditions with
new materials.

He uses music, installations and
performances in his creations with great artistic
surety.

Vibskov is primarily a designer of men's fashion,
butis also responsible for innovative women'’s
wear and collections of practical and fashionable
accessories. He is a popular speaker and jury
member at numerous European institutions.

The recipient of last year's prize is a jewellery
engineer. His objects take us on a journey through
a mechanical fairytale landscape, full of boyish
dreams with romantic and joyful pranks. Sigurd
Bronger takes us back to the designs idioms

of early industrialism and inventions of the
renaissance, or to utopian visions of the future.
Time is a material alongside precious metals,
diamonds and wood, all carefully selected and
developed in a long and thorough process.

Bronger's jewellery transcends gender, although
the process is playfully male - with gears, precision
engineering and wonderful handmade packaging.

The Consumption
series symbolizes consumerism while the Concept-
ion series builds on the memories and inner world
of the designer himself. The crooked route Sigurdur
inevitably takes towards his end goal entails ceaseless
challenges with regard to the construction of his
items - whether it's meditations on form and structure,
orthe elimination of certain building materials or forms.

He draws his inspiration from art history while at
the same time his work reveals the area where art
overlaps with design, thus breeding the avant garde.
